Students complete this chart as they learn about different animal types (i.e., reptiles, amphibians, mammals, birds, fish, etc.). Trade books (fiction and non-fiction) are used in instruction (Mrs. Eades introduces topic for the day with a book and students complete chart from information learned). Mrs. Eades also uses a commercially made teacher’s guide on the study of animals for the lower grades, in addition to her file of reproducibles and overheads that she has compiled over the years.

Resources: Science textbook, videos and audio tapes from science series, Scholastic created book about Solar System, NF books from library, Internet websites: Starchild, NASA

Unit Goals: to understand the Sun is the center of the Solar System, to understand the revolution and rotation of the Earth results in the phases of the moon, to name and list the planets in order

Content Area Learning Goals: see unit goals

Primary Teaching Methods: whole group for primary instruction; seatwork, demonstration of moon’s phases (using basketball and flashlight), individual for planet research, typing Word document, and PowerPoint presentation
