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Short poems about Pilgrim and Wampanoag children engage the reader in counting from one to twelve in this Thanksgiving themed counting book. The number poems alternate between the Pilgrim and Wampanoag children preparing for the feast, culminating as the children come together for the celebratory harvest spread. The story line focuses more on the legendary Thanksgiving Feast rather than the historical celebration, but serves as a good introduction on the Thanksgiving tradition. The poetry flows well, with the exception of one awkward passage. Illustrator Mark Buehner has created double page spreads with folk-art flair that are more decorative than practical. Children will enjoy searching each spread for a hidden turkey and a multitude of bunnies, squirrels, and other animals. Several of the illustrations are dark, making it difficult for children in a large group to locate the hidden animals. This book is more practical for small group sharing or at home reading.
